In your second paragraph describe your own experience in the past as a student. Use your

experience to support your views in the previous paragraph.

In your third paragraph conclude your essay by returning to the general idea expressed in

the first paragraph—the thesis statement. Summarize your arguments to support your thesis

statement.

Advice: This is an essay. Write complete sentences. DO NOT use an outline format.
Indent each paragraph (as has been done above). Be sure you understand what questions
are being asked of you, and make sure you have answered those questions. Be careful
with your spelling, grammar, and punctuation, but be more concerned that everything
you say is directly related to the thesis statement. Never say something that is not related

1o the thesis statement. Be careful: a part of this essay assignment is to see how you
