The purpose of this study is to identify the parenting factors in Chinese
culture. Baumrind's parenting typology theory were the rationales of the current
study. The adolescent subjects (1,380 eighth-grade students, 680 boys and 700 girls)
completed the Chinese Parental Authority Questionaire (CPAQ). Five factors were
extracted: Maternal Authoritative-Affective-Relinquishing Factor, Paternal
Authoritative-Relinquishing Factor, Authoritarian Factor, Nondirective Factor, and
Paternal Affective Factor. The major findings include: (1) Not like in Western culture,
authoritative parenting pattern is always accompanied with relinquishing component
no matter concerning paternal or maternal parenting; (2) The mother's and father's
authoritarian parenting were related to each other while their nondirective
performance were associated as well; and (3) The father's affective is not
accompanied with authoritative behavior as mother's affective and authoritative
performance appeared in the same factor. The preliminary study provides empirical
evidences of the changing of parenting practices which highlights the importance of

further investigation.
